Swan Hill Regional Livestock Exchange 
 

Prime Sheep Sale 28th January 2016 
 
Swan Hill Regional Livestock Exchange hosted its second prime 
sheep sale for 2016 which attracted a large crowd with a smaller of 
just over 5,700 head. While the yarding may have been smaller, 
the excellent quality livestock encouraged some lively competition 
amongst processors. With the addition of three domestic and one 
major supermarket buyers, the full field of buyers in  resulted in 
consistent high prices throughout all weight and grades.  
 
The lines of heavier export and trade lambs saw the market reach 
$177/head.  Heavy lambs brought strong competition most making 
from $155 to $177/head. Trade and supermarket lambs also sold 
to strong competition ranging mostly from $128 to $152/head and 
prime light lambs were also strong ranging from $105 to 
$126/head.  Merino lambs sold to strong demand with heavy 
merino’s making from $110 to $125 and light and medium $85 to 
$105/head.  Heavy dorper lambs sold from $120 to $135/head with 
medium and light dorpers $85 to $100/head.  Mutton and hoggets 
were in limited numbers with prices remaining firm. Ewes made up 
to $95/head, heavy merino ewes making up to $100/head, medium 
ranging between $65 and $75/head and light mutton ranging 

between $45 and $65/head.
